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Community Service Programs     
 

A.  The NJSBA believes that local school districts should design ways for students to enrich their own 

educational experiences by performing community services and should grant academic credit, where 

appropriate, for participation in educationally sound community service projects. 

 

B.  The NJSBA believes that boards of education should establish programs that provide support services to 

students whose behavior indicates they would benefit from such assistance.  [Authority: DA 12/82-5, DA
